Rip currents are powerful currents of water that
can sweep even the strongest swimmers out to sea.

- Darker color surf, indicating deeper water

« Murky brown water caused by sand stirred up on the bottom

« Smaller unorganized waves, alongside more evenly breaking waves over a sand bar
« Waves breaking further out to sea on both sides of the rip current

« Don't panic or swim against the current
- Float with the current until it subsides
« Swim parallel to shore and diagonally back in

« Have someone call 911, give accurate landmarks (beach safety flag poles are numbered)
« Do not enter the water, you too will be caught in the current

« Throw them a flotation device

« Try not to lose sight of the victim

round. Lifeguards are provided by South Walton Fire District and funded as a part of the Visit South Walton
Beach Safety Program.
